Background
Field surveys have identified proposed elk quota changes.  All changes are within the biennial quota ranges adopted in February 2012. Consequently, the changes are presented only for informational purposes and do not require Commission approval.  Any quota change outside the biennial quota ranges requires Commission adoption and associated public review and comment process.   
ELK QUOTA CHANGES

· 201-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 75 to 85

· 201-81: Increase antlerless B licenses from 20 to 30

· 210-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 600 to 250

· 211-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 300 to 100

· 214-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 100 to 75

· 215-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 400 to 300

· 215-81: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 400 to 200

· 216-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 150 to 75

· 270-81: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 15 to 5

· 291-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 400 to 200
· 314-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 200 to 400
· 317-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 250 to 150

· 004-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 2,200 to 2,800

· 410-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 300 to 600

· 412-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 250 to 300

· 416-80: Decrease antlerless B licenses from 150 to 100

· 455-80: Increase antlerless B licenses from 100 to 125
Public Involvement Process & Results
The public comment period for biennial quota ranges took place in January 2012 with final quota range adoptions in February.  Unless a quota change is outside those adopted quota ranges, there is no need for  commission adoption and associated public process or comment.
Agency Recommendation & Rationale
FWP supports these 2012 adjustments inside adopted quota ranges. This approach maintains the integrity of the adopted biennial ranges and, more important, adheres to survey-based management prescriptions.  
Proposed Motion
There is no motion/adoption necessary for quota changes inside biennial quota ranges.
